Originally from Slovenia, Gregor Kregar currently lives in New Zealand. Since completing his
Bachelor of Fine Arts at the Academy of Fine Arts, University of Ljubljana in 1996, this artist
has forged an international reputation exhibiting in Ljubljana, New York, Wellington and Mel-
bourne. His reputation has been built upon his use of a variety of art mediums such as ce-
ramics, glass metals and plastics within his work practice. Kregar is renowned for his strong
engineering processes and labour intensive techniques, applying a highly skilled and refined
application to his projects.

In Piercing the Clouds, that will be on display at the Tin Sheds Gallery, Gregor Kregar will in-
clude video projections, 3D rendered photographic works and futuristic stainless steel sculp-
tural constructions. Creating complex geometric sculptures, Kregar will transform the gallery
into a built environment that challenges future housing problems and overpopulation of cities.
This work will invert our sense of gravity and spatial harmony. The possibility of moving cities
from the earth’s surface into the air will be a central focus of this project and sits comfortably
within the conceptual and intellectual environment of the Faculty of Architecture, Design and
Planning, The University of Sydney.
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
